1.3 Requirements 

 

·  You need a server side supporting Php and mysql as a database. 
·  A knowledge of Action Script and Php for custom  this guestbook to your 

needs. 
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2. INSTALLATION 
 
 
2.1 Install the fonts 
 
Inside your zip you have a folder with 2 free fonts from Dafont.com 
 

  
Copy the fonts inside and pasted on your system font folder  
 

 
 
2.2 Install the Guestbook 
Click on the php folder. 

 

Select the “guestbook_v2_conexion.php file  

 

Open this file with a sample text editor and Replace the XXXX with your 
personal hosting informations. 

$your_host = "xxxx"; 

 $your_username = "xxxx"; 

 $your_password = "xxxx"; 

 $your_database_name = "xxxx"; 

 And save it. 

Now open your index.fla  
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Select the code on frame number 15, and open it (F9) 

 

Now you need to replace this link for your own website link where you will put 
this guestbook. 

Example if you upload the folder on your main server root: 

 _global.linkdirectory = "http://www.yourwebsitename.com/db-Guestbook-V2"; 

Example if you upload only the files and not the folder on your main server root:  

_global.linkdirectory = "http://www.yourwebsitename.com"; 

Once modified save your Fla. and export your movie. 

Now we will upload the sql file that will create automatically the login and 
guestbook tables into your database. 

Login and access into your phpMyAdmin website and select the Import menu 

 

Click on the upload button and select the mysql file inside the sql folder on your 
guestbook. 
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You have two files inside the sql folder , one zipped and one normal text ,both 
formats are accepted and will work well  , so select whatever you like and upload 
it to your database. 

 

 

Once selected, press the “GO” button to create your tables. 
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You will have a successfully message appear like the following screenshot 

 

 

You have successfully created your tables on your database. 

Now the last thing is upload your files to your server and enjoyed this Guestbook.

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2.3 Commons installation Errors 
 
Here you will find the most common errors when you will try to install this 
guestbook. 
 
All the php files will print an exact mysql error that will be showed on your  
Flash Movie. 
 
WRONG LINK TO YOUR PHP FILES 
 
“URL NOT FOUND:  . . . /php/guestbook_v2_read.php" 
 
WRONG HOST NAME 
 
&error=Access denied for user 'mydbflashd'@'multi04.cdmon.com' (using 
password: YES)& 
 
WRONG USERNAME OR PASSWORD 
 
&error=Access denied for user 'mydbflashd'@'localhost' (using password: 
YES) & 
 
WRONG DATABASE NAME 
 
&error=Access denied for user 'mydbflashd'@'localhost' to database 
'dbdatosdd'& 
 
WRONG TABLE NAME  
 
&error=Table 'dbdatos.dcms_guestbook' doesn't exist& 
 
WRONG FIELD NAME  
 
&error=Unknown column 'hdate' in 'field list'& 
 
 
NOTE  
 
This is only an example of what you can see; this is an example with my own 
database server, so it will be a little different following your own database 
server name. 
 
If you don’t modify the php script, the only error that you could see is the login 
and access to your server. 
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3. GETTING STARTED 
 
3.1 Login and Log Out to the Admin panel 
 
To login to your CMS, click on the login icon on top. 
 

  
 
And insert the login and the password  
 
Login = andrelatino 
Password = flashden 
 
* See the CUSTOMIZATION section to know how to change the password. 
 

 
 
If you have sussesfully logged you will see the LOG OUT icon at the same 
place where the login button is. 
 

  
 
If something is wrong with the login or password you will have an error 
message. 
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3.2 Add, update and delete your comments  
 
Once logged you can start adding, updating or deleting your comments, you 
will see that there is 2 buttons like this: 
 
ADD NEW and EDIT THIS COMMENT 
 

 
 
 
The add button is the same as your visitors add their comments so you can 
leave it or deleted if you like , anyway you will see the add button also when 
you press the edit button like this : 
 

 
 
 
So as you can see you have 3 buttons DELETE, UPDATE and ADD NEW 
Make some test and you will see how easy is to manage your Guestbook �  
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4. CUSTOMIZATION 
 
4.1 How to change or add a new pattern background 
 
There is a folder call “backgrounds-patterns” on your zip file, inside you have 
two patterns: 
 

·  db-pattern2.png 
·  db-pattern6.png 

 
The actual pattern is “db-pattern2.png” 
 

So, open your index.fla file and import your new pattern to your library: 
 

 
 
In this case we are going to select the “db-pattern6.png” and upload to the 
library: 
 

 
 
 
The pattern will be visible on your library like this: 
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Now select the pattern and make a right click on your mouse menu and select 
the option “linkage” 
 

 
 
Now select the case “Export for Action Script” and copy the identifier name 
and press the “ok” button. 
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panel and change the identifier name for your new pattern name on line 65.   
 

 
 
 
4.2 How to create a new pattern background 
 
I have created this patterns with the following BG Maker available at this 
address:

You can also find a lot of free patterns on the web, just Google it �  
 
 
 
4.3 How to change the Clips Colours 
 
As you can see all the clips are visible on the stage, so just click on it and 
replace the colour for your own. 
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Click 3 times inside the clip “CLIPS” and go to frame number 45 (“Showing 
Post”) you will find the others clips (Insert, Admin and Comments clips) . 
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4.4 How to change the scrollbar colour 
 
Open the library and select the folder “Flash UI Component”, inside you have 
a clip named “Visitor SCROLL” click on it and change the scroll bar colour to 
your needs. 
 
 

 
 
 
4.5 How to change the fonts 
 
First you need to select the text that you need to change the font, open the 
property panel (CTRL + F3) and select a new font text from the list. 
 

 
 
Remember that the font must be a dynamic text and selected as Bitmap text. 
 
Now press the Embed button and select the following basic characters on the 
list as follow: 
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Press the “ok” button to validate your choice. 
Now your text is embedded. And ready to use 
 
4.6 How to use special characters 
 
Inside the font folder you have a text file named “special characters” open this 
file with your text editor and copy all the characters inside and include it as 
follow: 
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Now your text is ready to use a special characters. 
 
I have created a list of special characters as follow:

If you don’t’ find your character inside this list just include it and embed it. 
 
 
4.7 How to change the date to my language 
 
Click 2 times inside the clip named “CLIPS” and go to frame named 
“GuestBook Clip», click once again on the clip named “CLIPS” and select the 
frame number 1 on the Action Script layer . 
 

 
 
 
Now open the action script panel and change the array list on line 54 and 
replace it for your language. 
 

 
 
 
4.8 How to change the login and password 
 
You need to login to your phpMyAdmin account and access to your database, 
inside your database there is a table call “guestbook_v2_login”. 
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and change your login.
